The wife does a little cooking. The son Joseph who is blind was admitted to the Blind Asylum in Eastern Road on March 1872. The fee payable is £2.10.0 a quarter in advance, towards which Miss Glyn pays £1 and Mrs Taylor collects the remainder in doing which she is very apt to mention about her husband being given to drink and that she has worked hard to get him a comfortable house, but the comfortable house was got for a single sister whom an old gentleman was going to keep and educate, but a short time afterwards he saw her with another man in consequence of which he had no more to do with her.
