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Postcards of York Road and Western Road
Postcards and notes supplied by collector Peter Booth
These notes give background information about the postcards supplied in the education pack (York Road 1, York Road 2, Western Road (front) and Western Road (back).

York Road
York Road runs north/south between Western Road and Lansdowne Road, immediately to the west of the Hove/Brighton border.
Odd numbers are on the left side (West side). Nos 1 - 59. Even numbers are on the East side are Nos. 6 - 56

In the postcard York Road 1, the three most distant houses shown are now missing. The houses are numbered (alternately) from the south; the first house on the west side of the road is now No. 7. The house on the extreme right is No. 23.

A pilaster still decorates (and helps to distinguish) the facade between Nos. 13 and 15 and a lamppost is still sited by No. 15.


Western Road
In 1905, the Post Office is at No 122-3 on the North side (between Cambridge Road and Brunswick Road).

Waterloo Street is seen at the left of the postcard.

Banfields (ironmongers and electrical engineers) are listed at 127 Western Road (Hove) on the eastern corner of Brunswick Road in 1905.

Johnson Bros Dyers and Cleaners are listed at 14a on the western corner with Waterlook Street in 1905.
